Ozet

Nazi Almanya’si ve Stalin Rusya’sinda oldugu lizere sag ve sol bitln totaliter
rejimlere karsi yoneltilen Militan demokrasi terimi ilk defa, slirglindeki Alman po-
litik bilimci Karl Loewenstein tarafindan, 1937 yilinda kullanilmistir. Mahut te-
rim, degistirilemez yapisal ve organizasyonel anayasal normlar yoluyla, liberal
demokrasinin, i¢c dismanlarina kargl kendini midafaa hakki olarak korumasi
anlamina gelmektedir. 1949 tarihli Federal Alman Cumbhuriyeti Anayasasi'nda,
Almanya’daki demokratik parlamenter hukimet sisteminin glvence ve istikrar
altina alinmasi ¢abalarina yapici bir katkida bulunmasi icin tasarlanan ve bu roli
oynayan militan demokrasi anlayisina yer veren ¢ok sayida dizenleme mevcut
bulunmaktadir.
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The Conception of Militant Democracy as The
Right of Self-Defense of Liberal Democracy and
The Example of Federal Germany

Abstract

The term of militant democracy, was coined firstly by a German exile political sci-
entist Karl Loewenstein in 1937 and directed against all the totalitarian regimes
from the right and from the left like Nazi Germany and Stalinist Russia, means by
way of unchangeable structural or organisational constitutional norms to protect
liberal democracy as the right of self-defense against its domestic enemies. The
concept of militant democracy is found in numerous provisions in the constitution
of the Federal Republic of Germany dating from 1949, which have designed and
played a useful role in the efforts to secure and stabilize Germany’s system of
democratic parliamentary government .
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
