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Ozet

Bankalarin temel islevlerinden biri piyasalara fon tedarik etmektir. Bu nedenle
bankalarin etkin galismalari son derece dnemlidir. Ancak bankalarin etkin ¢alig-
masi, tek basina yeterli olmamaktadir. Clinki teknik olarak etkin galisan bir ban-
ka maliyet etkinligini saglamamig olabilir. Bilindigi Gzere maliyet etkinligi teknik
etkinligin otesinde bir dneme sahiptir. Bu calismada Turkiye'de faaliyet goste-
ren mevduat bankalarinin teknik ve maliyet etkinlikleri analiz edilmistir. Nispeten
teknik olarak daha etkin olan bankalarin maliyet bakimindan etkinlik degerlerinin
daha dusuk oldugu sonucuna ulagiimigtir. Ayrica maliyet etkinsizligine yol acan
faktorler ise yeterince emek istihdaminin saglanmamis olmasi, buna karsi mev-
duatlarin yiksek maliyetlerle toplanmasi olarak tespit edilmigtir.
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Technical and Cost Efficiency of Deposit Banks
in Turkey (2003-2007)

Abstract

One of the basic functions of banks is to supply funds to the markets. Therefore,
it is extremely important for banks to operate efficiently. However, efficient ope-
rations of banks are not sufficient alone because a technically efficient bank may
not provide the cost-efficiency. It is known that cost-efficiency is much more im-
portant than technical efficiency. In this study, the operations of deposit banks in
Turkey have been analyzed in terms of technical and cost-efficiency. Relatively
more technically efficient banks have less cost-efficiency. In addition, the factors
leading to cost-inefficiency are determined as the insufficient labor employment
and the high cost of collected deposits.
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
