Tarihsel surecte buyuk gu¢ haline gelen Rusya, belirli dénemlerde i¢ ve dis politika-
da birgok sorunla karsilagsmis ve bu dénemlerde aidiyet bunalimi yagsamigtir. XVII.
Yuzyilda Batili glglerin isgal tehdidi, I. Dinya Savasi’'nin devam ettigi ddnemde ger-
ceklestirilen Bolsevik Devrimi ve son olarak Sovyetler Birligi'nin dagilmasi bu buna-
lim dénemlerinin bagta gelenleridir. Bahsedilen dénemlerde Rus kimligi ve dis politi-
kasina iliskin kapsamli felsefi gérusler ortaya atilmis ve tartisiimistir. Tarihte Rus Dig
Politikasina iliskin en kapsamli siyasi tartisma, Baticilar ve Slavofiller (Slav Milliyetgi-
leri) arasinda yasanmistir. Sovyet sonrasi dénemde ise Rus Dis Politikasina yon ve-
recek olan yeni “ideallerin” neler olmasi gerektigi ve Rusya Fedrasyonu’nun yasadi-
g1 aidiyet krizine iligkin tartismalar, Yeni Baticilar ve Yeni Avrasyacilar arasinda ge¢-
mektedir. Calismada, Yeni Baticilik ve Yeni Avrasyacilik akimlarinin temel gorisleri
ve bunlarin Rus Dig Politikasi’'na yansimalari incelenmektedir.
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The Movements that Emerged in the Russian
Political Thought in Post Soviet Era and Their
Effects on the Russian Foreign Policy

Abstract

Russia, becoming a great power in the historical process, confronted lots of prob-
lems in the domestic and foreign politics and experienced the identity crises. The
threat of occupation of the Western powers in the 17th. century, the Bolshevik Revo-
lution, carried out in the period during which the 1st World War was continuing, and
finally the collapse of the Soviet Union are those that hold the first place. In the co-
urse of the cited periods, comprehensive philosophical ideas were put forward and
discussed regarding the Russian identity and foreign policy. In the history, the most
comprehensive political discussion concerning the Russian foreign politics was ex-
perienced between the Atlanticisists and the Slavophils (Slavic Nationalists). The ar-
guments as to what the new “ideals” that will guide the Russian foreign politics sho-
uld be in the post Soviet period and the crisis of belonging the Russian Federation
has experienced take place between the New Atlanticisists and the New Eurasia-
nists. In this study, the fundamental views of the movements of the Neo Atlanticisists
and the Neo Eurasianisists, and the reflection of them into the Russian foreign poli-
tics are investigated.
